Peter Lehman, guitar, earned his Masters from the New England Conservatory where he was affiliated with the Department of Historic Performance. He furthered his studies in Europe at the Scola Cantorum in Basil. He plays on an instrument built in Naples in 1804 by Genaro Fabricatore who was most well known for building exceptional violins. 

Mark Russoniello, flute, pursued musical studies at the Longy School of Music and attended baroque performance institutes at Oberlin Conservatory, Bath, England, and Lochem, Holland. He has performed with the Kings’ Chapel Orchestra and has given solo and chamber music performances throughout the northeast. He will be performing on a one-keyed flute made by Rod Cameron, California, after a circa 1790 original by H. Grenser.
