Elizabeth Anker, contralto, Scott Woolweaver, viola and John McDonald, composer, piano are the Mockingbird Trio. Elizabeth Anker, earned her B.A. from University of California at Berkeley. Her wide repertoire spans from medieval chant to contemporary pieces written for her unique voice. Among the composers who have written pieces for her are Julian Wachner, Eric Sawyer, Douglas Johnson, Tamar Diesendruck, and Mark Winges. She has performed with the San Francisco Symphony, Philharmonia Baroque, Handel and Haydn Society, Emmanuel Music and others. Ms. Anker is on the voice faculty of the New England Conservatory of Music, Extension Division, and the Longy School of Music.

Scott Woolweaver, violist, graduated with distinction from the University of Michigan School of Music. He was a founding member of the Boston Composers String Quartet which performed across the US and Europe and won the silver medal at the 1993 String Quartet and Chamber Music Festa in Osaka, Japan. He is violist of the award-winning New England Piano Quartette, Boston's Handel and Haydn Society and others. Scott is a faculty member of the All Newton Music School, Tufts University, University of Massachusetts (Boston Campus) and has recorded for numerous labels.

John McDonald is Professor of Music and Director of Graduate Music Studies at Tufts University. He received the 2009 Lillian and Joseph Leibner Award for Distinguished Teaching and Advising from Tufts University and was named the 2007 MTNA-Shepherd Distinguished Composer of the Year by the Music Teachers National Association.  He has served as an Artistic Ambassador to Asia and is on the advisory boards of American Composers Forum New England, Worldwide Concurrent Premieres, Inc., and several other cultural and academic organizations.
