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The Return of Beauty by Charles Tersolo,

Newton Free Library Gallery, October 2-29,

Using energetic brush strokes to create a sense of excitement and draw people into his paintings, Charles Tersolo’s work is influenced by Italian sculptor Giacometti, and painters Titian, Matisse, Van Gogh and others. The Return of Beauty (which refers to a recent article on the shift in taste for art from conceptual installation to traditional painting, or the “return of beauty”), will be on view in the Newton Free Library Gallery from October 2-29. An opening reception will be held on Thursday, October 1 at 7:00 pm. 

In the 19th century architectural style known as Beaux-arts or, “beautiful arts”, buildings were festooned with carved stonework, which mixed details from both baroque and classical architecture. Beaux-arts fell out of fashion with the advent of modernism, and the irony of its beauty becoming passé struck artist Charles Tersolo; especially when he began painting exteriors in Boston. In an attempt to move beyond overly painted subjects such as Copley Square or the Boston Public Garden, Tersolo challenged himself to use light, color, perspective, and composition, to will these 'tired' subjects back to life and make them relevant and timeless. In meeting the challenge, Tersolo has enjoyed bringing back into vogue paintings of buildings from the Beaux-arts period as well as other older dismissed styles and hopes that by mixing modern color and technique with traditional methods such as glazing and frotties, his paintings will attract collectors of modern art.

Charles Tersolo graduated Summa Cum Laude from the University of New Hampshire in 1997 with a Bachelor of Arts in Studio Art. Inspired by the creative possibilities of the cityscape, he moved to Boston and has been working exclusively as a fine art oil painter since 2003. He has shown throughout the greater Boston area in group and solo shows and maintains his studio at 450 Harrison Avenue in the South End.
