Back Bay Ringers is an advanced, auditioned, community handbell ensemble. Founded in 2003, they have developed 

a reputation for excellence, regularly performing at such area landmarks as Faneuil Hall, Symphony Hall and the Boston Children’s Museum. They also performed in festivities associated with the 2004 Democratic National Convention. They will give a concert at the Newton Free Library on Sunday, December 6 at 2:00 pm. The ensemble will play a selection of pieces including Tomorrow Shall Be My Dancing Day, Riu, Riu Chiu (a traditional Spanish carol), The Holly and the Ivy (Mannheim Steamroller arrangement) and Ukranian Bell Carol (better known as the Carol of the Bells). Seating at concerts is limited and is provided on a first come, first serve basis.
