Born in Israel, Doron Putka has been painting in and around Boston for more than 10 years. She completed a four-year program at the Bezalel Academy of Art and Design, Israel's national school of art. She studied at Parsons School of Design, in New York, with, among others, Maurice Sendak. She is member of the Copley Society of Art, regularly showing at their gallery in Boston. With numerous credits, Putka's illustrations have appeared in publications including New York Magazine, the New York Times, Ms. Magazine and elsewhere. She has been a designer for Boston Magazine, Women's World Magazine and Bella Magazine in London. She has also completed a number of portraits by private commission.
