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Inside Out, a Creative Listening Approach to Classical Music,

Engage with classical music through the creative listening approach collaboratively developed by musician Eli Epstein and Cynthia Anne Hale, Ph.D. at an Inside Out concert at the Newton Free Library, Sunday, March 7 at 2:00 pm. In this unique live-music presentation, concert goers will be guided through a narration and demonstration on how to listen imaginatively into the emotional layers of music. Participants often find that the memories and associations evoked through the music elicit connections to universal emotional themes. Many audience members report that their Inside Out listening experiences are unique and meaningful, and change the way they think about classical music. The concert will feature members of the Boston Symphony Orchestra including Elizabeth Ostling, flute, John Ferrillo, oboe, Michael Wayne, clarinet, Suzanne Nelsen, bassoon, and Eli Epstein, horn and tour guide. The program will include Bach’s Fugue in G minor, Bach’s Concerto No. 2 after Vivaldi and Ravel’s Le Tombeau de Couperin.
Eli Epstein, an experienced orchestral French horn player, soloist, chamber musician, educator and conductor, is known throughout the U.S., Canada and Europe. In 2009, he won Grand Prize in the Entrepreneur the Arts Contest for Inside Out.  Mr. Epstein is Brass Chair of the Preparatory School and School of Continuing Education at New England Conservatory, on faculty of NEC at Walnut Hill, Conductor of the NEC Youth Brass Ensemble and Seminar Director of the Abreu Fellows Program and El Sistema USA.
Elizabeth Ostling joined the Boston Symphony Orchestra as assistant principal flute in September 1994 and was named associate principal flute starting with the 1997-98 season, after having served as acting principal since March 1995. She is also principal flute of the Boston Pops Orchestra. 

John Ferrillo joined the Boston Symphony Orchestra as principal oboe at the start of the 2001 Tanglewood season, having appeared with the orchestra several times as a guest performer in previous seasons. From 1986 to 2001 he was principal oboe of the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra.

Michael Wayne joined the Boston Symphony Orchestra's clarinet section in September 2008. He has enjoyed success as an orchestral, chamber, and solo musician performing throughout North and South America, Europe and Asia.
Suzanne Nelsen, bassoon has performed throughout the world as a soloist and chamber musician and has recorded numerous CD's with the Montreal Symphony. In fall 2000, Ms. Nelsen joined the Boston Symphony and Boston Pops orchestras.
