They will perform Bach’s Sonata in b minor, Hindemith’s Sonate für Flöte und Klavier, Schumann’s Three Romances and Prokofiev’s Sonata for Flute and Piano in D major.
James A. Winn studied the flute with Francis Fuge of the Louisville Orchestra and Samuel Baron of the Bach Aria Group. He has won numerous concerto competitions and was twice a finalist in the Concert Artists Guild competition in New York. He made recordings of Couperin’s Concerts Royaux for the Musical Heritage Society with harpsichordist Charles Rudig. Mr. Winn has performed as a concerto soloist with numerous prestigious orchestras, has been heard live in radio broadcasts and performs frequently with members of the music faculty at Boston University. 

Pianist David Kopp is Associate Professor in the Department of Composition and Theory at the Boston University School of Music. He has performed extensively as a soloist and chamber musician in the United States and abroad, and for many years was a member of the piano faculty at Brandeis University. He has recorded for New World Records and the CRI and ARTBSN labels, and is currently involved in a project for the Arsis label.
