On Thursday, March 25 at 7:00 pm Historic Newton will present the second in the 2010 Newton History Series programs at the Newton Free Library. The series is called Roots in Our History. The next lecture entitled, Newton’s Only Working Farm: The Historic Newton Angino Community Farm and Sustainable Local Food, will be given by Ted Chapman.

The 2.25-acre homestead on the corner of Winchester and Nahanton Streets was a family farm for 300 years and garnered it’s name from the Angino family that worked and lived there from 1917-2005.  Now owned by the city and operated by the non-profit Newton Community Farm, Inc., the farm preserves a valuable cultural and historical landscape, and serves as a model for sustainable agriculture in our community. Join Ted Chapman for an insightful talk that will help us understand the vital role of farming in our lives and the place in Newton’s history held by this special piece of land.
Ted Chapman is a homeopathic physician, landscape designer and long-time organic gardener. 
He incorporates the principles of organic agriculture and perma-culture in his vision which speaks to the design and implementation of sustainable, small-scale urban agriculture as a core element for each of us. The implementation of his vision gives hope that we can find ways beyond the environmental and economic challenges of our time, to a healthier and more sustainable future. His contributions to the ongoing development of the Newton Angino Community Farm are helping to model a homeostasis where the future he envisions is a beautiful reality in Newton.
