It’s that time of year...when library lovers’ fancy turns to Spring Fling. Come join us at the 

Newton Free Library’s premier annual fundraiser as we honor the literary achievements of our regional authors – James Carroll, Anita Diamant, Lisa Genova, Jean Kilbourne, Sara Lawrence-Lightfoot, and Mitchell Zuckoff.

James Carroll is an award-winning writer and columnist for The Boston Globe. His latest book, Practicing Catholic, brings to life the great figures who touched Carroll personally and who shaped his generation. Anita Diamant returns to the land of The Red Tent in her new novel Day After Night. Here she tells the stories of the women who lived through the Holocaust and await the future in a British internment camp. Lisa Genova’s self-published book, Still Alice, became a New York Times bestseller and went on to win the 2008 Bronte Prize. This debut novel is a compelling story about a 50-year-old woman's sudden descent into early-onset Alzheimer's. Jean Kilbourne is internationally recognized for her pioneering work on alcohol and tobacco advertising and the image of women in advertising. So Sexy So Soon explores how popular culture and technology inundate our children with mixed messages about precocious sexual behavior. Sara Lawrence-Lightfoot is a sociologist and the Emily Hargroves Fisher Professor of Education at Harvard. The Third Chapter challenges the prevailing and anachronistic images of aging by documenting how the years between fifty and seventy-five may be the most transformative time in our lives. Mitchell Zuckoff’s Ponzi’s Scheme is the first non-fiction account of Charles Ponzi, the charismatic Boston rogue who launched the most famous and extraordinary scam in the annals of American finance – that is, until the Bernard Madoff scandal erupted eighty-eight years later.
Join us Saturday, March 27, at 6:30 pm at the Newton Free Library. Enjoy opening remarks by Honorary Chair and NPR’s Tom Ashbrook. Host William Novak, author and Newton resident, then will introduce honored authors and read excerpts from their books. Come eat, drink, and mingle with the authors. Don’t forget to bring your credit card or check book to participate in our literary-theme silent auction. Proceeds from this event will go toward the purchase of library materials.
