Using the unifying elements of the cup as a cornerstone subject, and the illusion of dimension created with light and shadow as the context, Cindy Ryan’s From All Angles: Multiple Perspectives on Cups exhibit animates and expands on the meaning of these familiar household objects to reveal more transient feelings. Each artist expresses their own unique point of view through the objects they choose and how they arrange and paint them. For Ryan this process led to cups flying through the air, multiplying in number, varying in size and shifting angles. The cups dressed up in original patterns and lined up in rhythmic arrangements until the paintings in the series began to relate to each other. The show pays homage to how artists, often women, are inspired by cups, bowls and other decorative everyday objects. From All Angles: Multiple Perspectives on Cups will be on view in the Newton Free Library Gallery from March 2-30 with an opening reception on Tuesday, March 2 at 7:00 pm.
Cindy Ryan has a BA in Studio Art from Wesleyan University. She attended graduate school for graphic design in Basel, Switzerland and studied realist painting with Joel Babb for many years at the School of the Museum of Fine Arts.
