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Bert Seager Jazz Trio Returns,

Bert Seager’s jazz trio plays a variety of original music. They continuously strive for transparency, framing each song’s improvised narrative in a playful three-way conversation. Their use of world-rhythms, rich modern harmonies and melodic song-based forms creates music that is at once recognizable and yet wholly new. The Bert Seager Jazz Trio will perform original works and some standards at the Newton Free Library on Sunday, May 2 at 2:00 pm.

Pianist and composer Bert Seager and his band have toured extensively in the US and abroad. His twelve internationally released CD’s have won him critical acclaim from the New York Times, Keyboard Magazine, the Boston Globe and others. Bert has been selected for residencies at the prestigious MacDowell Colony in Peterborough, New Hampshire. He has been a recipient of a National Endowment of the Arts grant for jazz and is on the faculty of the New England Conservatory of Music.

Jazz bassist and composer Tal Gamlieli creates simple melodies that speak directly to the listener's heart.  In 2007 the Jerusalem-born musician won the DownBeat Award for Outstanding Performance. He has played in the US, Russia, Israel and Europe, and in numerous Boston area venues including Jordan Hall and Berklee College of Music. In April 2009 Tal was hired by jazz icon, pianist Danilo Perez to perform with his trio at the opening show for Jazz Appreciation Month at the Smithsonian Museum in Washington D.C.      
Percussionist Jorge Pérez-Albela began playing drums in his native Lima, Peru.  He is a graduate of Berklee College of Music and has performed or recorded with Maria Schneider, Geoffrey Keezer and others. His project, Avantrio, with Jorge Roeder and Sofia Koutsovitis, weaves jazz with Peruvian sounds.  He performed with Grammy-winning pianist Danilo Perez on NPR’s Toast of the Nation which was broadcast on New Year’s Eve 2007 from the Berklee College of Music’s Performance Center.
