Traumatic brain injury—the diagnosis of thousands of military personnel returning from Iraq and

Afghanistan—alone affects at least 1.4 million people each year and incurs an annual cost of more

than $48 billion dollars. But the causes of brain injury are many and also include car accidents,

strokes, brain tumors, epilepsy, multiple sclerosis and schizophrenia. In her ground-breaking new book, Brain Injury Survivors: Narratives of Rehabilitation and Healing, Laura S. Lorenz creatively enters the world of brain injury survivors through photographs they have taken and their accompanying stories which narrate the images. Join her for an author talk at the Newton Free Library on Thursday, May 13 at 7:30 pm. The talk will be followed by a book signing.
As Lorenz carefully traces each journey, from diagnosis through rehabilitation, she evokes the reality

of living with brain injury. She also tackles the systemic problems undercutting the quality of current

medical and social support. The result is a new approach to healing that will aid those on the road to

recovery as well as those who care for them.

Laura S. Lorenz, PhD, is a researcher and educator with international experience communicating

health research results and policy impacts for global audiences. She holds a joint appointment at the

Heller School for Social Policy and Management at Brandeis University as senior research associate

in the Institute for Behavioral Health, and program manager for Executive Education, a continuing

education program that provides leadership training in health policy and management for rising

clinical leaders including surgeons, physicians and nurses.
