The program is part of Green Decade Newton’ Environmental Speaker series and will take place at the Newton Free Library on Monday, May 17 at 7:00 pm. Photographs, 360° panoramas and sounds Dan has recorded in his travels around the US and to locations such as Madagascar, Costa Rica, Tanzania, the Amazon – and even Cold Spring Park in Newton will highlight the evening.  

For more than three billion years – the majority of the Earth’s history – evolving life forms have changed the lands, waters and atmosphere of our planet, creating the world into which humans evolved a mere 200,000 years ago. Today, with humans as the most dominant species in Earth’s history, it is worth pausing to reflect on the species and ecosystems with which we share our small, blue planet – and on which we depend so heavily.  

Dan L. Perlman holds a Ph.D. from Harvard University’s Department of Organismic and Evolutionary Biology.  He co-authored three textbooks on conservation biology and ecology, including Conserving Earth’s Biodiversity; an interactive CD-ROM he created with Edward O. Wilson. He recently launched www.EcoLibrary.org, where free teaching materials he has developed for ecology and environmental studies are distributed. Dan received university-wide teaching awards at both Brandeis and Harvard Universities. He is an avid nature photographer whose photographs have been displayed in exhibits at the American Museum of Natural History in New York and the Museum of Science in Boston.
