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An Evening with the Warblers,

Roger Tory Peterson described wood-warblers as the “butterflies of the bird world”. These colorful birds, which are smaller than chickadees, migrate each spring from their non-breeding habitat in Central and South America to their breeding habitat in the woodlands of North America. On certain magical days in early May, when the winds are right, a patient and observant birdwatcher may be lucky enough to see twenty or more species of migratory warblers in the green spaces around Boston, Cambridge and Newton. Join ecologist and avian photographer Brooks Mathewson for a delightful, illustrated program titled, An Evening with the Warblers, on Thursday June 17 at 7:30 pm at the Newton Free Library. 
The program will examine:

· The important ecological role warblers have in the woodlands they inhabit
· The ways in which warblers have expanded our understanding of ecological niches 
· The conservation status of the warblers 
Brooks Mathewson holds a Master’s Degree in Liberal Arts with a concentration in Biology and a Master’s Degree in Forest Science from Harvard University. His research on the distribution and relative abundance of terrestrial salamanders has been published in peer-reviewed scientific journals, and he has given lectures on this topic at the Harvard Forest, Holy Cross and the Arnold Arboretum.
