Working on finely woven, cotton Emilie Turano creates pictures that merge with the material and are “of the cloth, not on it.”  The pieces give clues to questions about reality that tantalize the artist; What does reality look like and what does it contain?  What are its qualities and how can she show it? 
In exploring these questions each piece becomes a meditation made while looking into an infinite field of images which refer to a cosmic play of endless possibility and wonder. The overlapping images intimate not only the richness of the unseen, but also, until our human perceptions organize it, its randomness. Investigations of Reality will be on view in the Newton Free Library Main Hall from June 2-29 with an opening reception on Thursday, June 3 at 7:00 pm.
As a child Emilie Turano was fascinated by the richness and ambiguities of the night sky. She has had a life long interest in why things are not what they seem, and what they mean. Currently a member of Turtle Studios in Watertown, she studied at the New York School of Interior Design and the Museum School in Boston.
