In the tradition of myth and folklore, Alexandra Rozenman threads together metaphors, symbols, and abstract spaces to create a new, graphic visual language. The focus of her work is a concentration and exploration of metaphor as a means to construct subtle and engaging psychological narratives. Created from her own personal experiences and associations as a source for ideas and concepts, her art is a reflection of what she finds relevant and meaningful to spiritual growth. She reveals the universal within the individual using a strategy of the mystic, and explores the absurd tragedy of human life and society in a mixture of autobiography, symbolism and philosophy. Taken as a whole, her work is a testament to the desire we all share to understand and to be understood, no matter what obstacles stand in our way. Landscapes with no Horizon will be on view in the Newton Free Library Gallery from July 1-29 with an opening reception on Thursday, July 1 at 6:30 pm.
Moscow-born Alexandra Rozenman immigrated to America as a political refugee in 1989. She went on to earn her Masters from the School of the Museum of Fine Arts. In 2006 she was awarded a MacDowell Foundation Fellowship. Her work has been represented nationally and internationally with much success.
