Ammonites lived between 400-65 million years ago. Their shells were coil shaped, like the ram’s horns behind their namesake’s ears, the Egyptian god Ammon. As the daughter of two biologists, photographer Hope Schreiber learned that every shell or stone she picked up had a history. Fossils were traces of an earlier life, organisms that grew and thrived in their own time, not mere rocks. Each was unique and meant to be celebrated. While they can be found all over the world, the ammonite fossil photographs in Hope Schreiber’s exhibit, Signs of Life, are from the shale deposits of the U.S., Madagascar, Russia, Morocco and the UK. The show will be on view in the Newton Free Library Main Hall from August 3-30 with an opening reception on Thursday, August 5 at 7:00 pm. The original ammonite shells depicted in the exhibit will be displayed in one of the cases in the Main Hall.
Hope Schreiber is a clinical neuropsychologist who became interested in photography early in life. 
She worked as a writer, assistant editor and photographer at Science World Magazine and later developed an interest in photographing the natural world through macro photography, as well as landscapes and wildlife.
