The central motifs in Jieun Shin’s recent work are IKEA assembly instructions combined with traditional Korean folk arts, including patchwork wrapping-clothes by anonymous women from the 18th century Joseon Dynasty. As an artist and immigrant Shin represents her psychological distance from her homeland through her art. Ironically, while she borrows colors and patterns from historic Korean textiles and embroidery, the influence of IKEA renders her work unidentifiable in terms of cultural specificity, allowing it to become symbolic of cultural dislocation. Buoyant will be on view in the Newton Free Library Gallery from August 3-30 with an opening reception on Wednesday, August 4 at 7:00 pm. 

Jieun Shin is pursuing her MFA at UMass Amherst. She earned BFA and MFA at Ewha Womans University in South Korea. Recently, she participated in the exhibition Movement at Smith College Museum of Art. She had her first solo exhibition at the Northampton Center for the Arts in April 2010.
